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CASA DE ESTUDILLO, OLD TOWN SAN DIEGO STATE HISTORIC PARK

Casa de Estudilles a historically significant building familiar to all who work in Old Town San Diego S
Historic Park or who visit the park regularly and tour this house museum. The Estudillo yard at the t
family resided there in the T9century was a plactor everyday work that held outdoor ovens, sta
buildings and corral in the rear, and where gardening, adobe brick making, clothes cleaning, makir
horse grooming, and other chores took pl aae ul
or physical evidence that archaeological investigations can detect.

Casa de Estudillo was sold by José Guadalupe and Salvador Estudillo to John Spreckels, a
businessman, in 1906; the Estudillo family had ceased residing there bieti878s. Wanting to restor
the house as a tourist attraction, Spreckel s
protégée of noted San Diego architect Irving Gill, in 1908 to oversee the restoration; the restoration
de Estudib t ook place in 1909. [ See Thornton (18
Waterman apparently took great care to create a well planned restoration tHaithiakto the historic
period;al t hough, Wat er man’' s mom eldbsrate than nhgt used by the Bstuc
family. Significantly for us, the 1909 restoration did affect the yard of Casa de Estudillo and the inte:
any archaeological remains there, as did later State Parks construction activities.

Archaeobgical excavations were first conducted within Casa de Estudillo by students from Univer
San Diego (USD) under the direction of Ray Brandes and James R. Moriarty (1976) in the back
October and November 1976. Initially, a waterline trenchgasueng 18 inches wide, three feet deep, i
110 feet long, was excavated by the USD workers; that trench ran from the garden wall doorway
Diego Avenue up to the northeastern corner of the yard where a garage/storage building stood. 1

corner of the Estudillo yard, located on Calhoun Street, was at the time the intended location of a n
Parks restroom.

The proposed location of thisew restroom, situated in the northeastern corner of the Estudillo yard, wa:
examined by the USD archaeological team in November 1976. A garage/storage building, me
approximately 28 feet by 20 feet, stood at this spot then, but was demglishedor to the 1976 archaeologic
excavations. The latter building was apparently constructed soon after the 1909 Waterman restoration, i
not appear on Waterman’'s original restorat ile.nThe
entire 28 foot by 20 foot area proposed for new construction was excavated by the USD crew. The |
excavation showed a layer of sediments to a depth of 21 inches that were interpreted by Brandes and M

in making it a garden. The 1976 USD excavations yielded 1135 objects, most falling into the categ:
consumer items and household items. Portions of the 1976 collection are illustré&e@uide to Artifacts of
California by Ray Brandes and James R. Moriarty (1977); these particular items are missing from the 19
collection currently curated at California State Parks.

At the request of local State Park staff, archaeologists frore Bks headquartetsnder the direction of D. L.
Felton conducted archaeological excavations within the Casa de Estudillopfasdone unit against the garde
wall on the Casa de Pedrorena side-ebruary and March 1989. Stated purposes of the 1989 archaeologic
historical research consisted of seeking (1) physical evidence of historic structures and gaining an underst
building history within the site, (2) evidence of the histayrade, and (3) evidence of list features within the
yard. Historic structures for which evidence were specifically sought included the building addition on the
wing, thesec al | ed “adobe b"century’photographs (e\g.e the6BBSthilldr dhotograph) an
walls surrounding and within the Estudillo yard. An artdach feature was uncovered along the north yard v
during the 1989 excavations that dated between 1830 and 1850,upasethe artifacts found therehile other
units within the Estudillo yard uncovered a laté” t@ntury trash deposit and a trash deposit dating to the

restoration. The 1989 work also revealed that the ca. 1909 construction grade lies from six inches to one ft
the presentday gradeand t hat a “substantial” wall foundat |

The collections resulting from the 1989 fieldwork are stored at th
Archaeological Collections Research Facility in Sacramento. The findings from the 1989 excauadicate
Brandes and Moriarty’s interpretation of the si

In 2007, State Parks archaeologists from the Southern Service ,Ggrter my directionconducted excavation
next to tke 1976 bathroom in the corner of the Casa de Estudillo yard (Smith et al. 2009). These exc.
showed no evidence of significant architectural remains and no evidence of biltieenti®ry landscape feature
e.g., a well, a trash pit, or a privy.uB a total of 1,263 artifacts was recovered during the 207 excavations,
five units and two shovel test pits placed around the old restroom. This yield of artifacts seemed remarkat
given the considerable amount of disturbance observed thea007 excavation units. The sources of previ
ground disturbance in the 2007 project area included the 1909 restoration, the 1976 restroom constru
previous USD excavation project, a 1996 States Parks remodel of the restroom, and misseléarszaping
work since 1910. Also, the 2007 excavations showed no stratigraphic evidence to support the Brar
Moriarty hypothesis that large amounts of fill had been imported onto the Estudillo backyard during th
restoration. This conclusn is consistent with findings from the 1989 excavations. The 2008 construction
new bathroom was monitored by a State Parks archaeologist, Rachel Ruston, and resulted in the reco\
additional 220 artifacts (Ruston 2009). Artifacts rangmgge from the Estudillo family residency, the Watern
restoration, s e of the buil di n daceaand thedatendcantus/ colstruction actiyides Wer
recovered during the 2008steoom construction monitoring.

were slightly less numerous (Smith et al. 2009:Table 1). Such findings would be expected in a residential
asCasa de Estudillo. Industrial sites, for example, will manifest fewo@omsumer, household, and kitchen iter
but, relatively large numbers of objects fitting into the building materials, forge materials, hardware, toc
machinery activity groups. The higher amount of building material/architecture items in the@@Biction
monitoring can largely be attributed to remnant modkay construction materials originating from pa
maintenance activities and a 1996 restroom remodel by park staff (Ruston 2009:128, Table 1).

A surprising and noteworthy variety of cere types were recovered from the 1976 and 2007 excavations ar
2008 monitoring work, albeit in a fragmentary condition (Smith et al. 2068044Ruston 2009:13031). A
significant number of the transfer print patterns date in the early tel®ficentury range, when the Estudill
family would have occupied the adobe.

American occupation, including, flintknapping debris, five manos, and pieces of aboriginal ceramics (Smi
