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An Interview with Karen Beery

In honor of Karen Beery’s retirement from State Parks, I interviewed her 

recently to find out more about her path to Old Town.  She told me that 

she “fell into” a career in interpretation and living history, although it 

would seem that the trail markers were there already in her academic 

background in fine arts and experience in printmaking.  She began her 

college career at the University of Massachusetts; but, after a severe 

New England winter, she decided California was the place to be.  She 

started taking classes at Pasadena City College and completed her 

Bachelors of Fine Arts degree at the University of Southern California 

(USC).  George Lucas, Tom Selleck, and OJ Simpson were attending the 

school at the same time. 
 

After graduating, she was a design and business partner in Design Works, a craft gallery and design studio 

in Pasadena. Moving to Cambria in 1978, she began work at Hearst Castle in 1983 as a Seasonal Guide 

Trainee.  At the time, she was a single mother with three small children, holding down five part-time jobs.  

She was encouraged to interview for the State Parks position, and the rest is history (pun intended).   
 

Over her next 18 years at Hearst Castle, she held several positions of increasing importance and 

responsibility.  She gave tours to the public, revamped and oversaw the guide training program, upgraded 

the training manuals for the four daytime tours, developed the training for the evening tour program, 

oversaw the staff library, and served on several statewide committees, including one that created Aiming 

for Excellence, the manual for evaluating interpretive programs.   
 

At Hearst Castle, she was also the labor relations liaison with 13 union shop stewards, and much of her 

time was spent with staff issues.  One of her most rewarding programs was with Elder Hostel, for which 

she was a presentor for five or six years.  As she remembers, those folks were the best audience ever.   
 

In February 2001, she moved to the Southern Service Center in San Diego as an Interpreter II.  While 

there, she co-wrote the Old Town San Diego State Historic Park Strategic Plan for Interpretation, which is 

still the guiding document for interpretation in the park.  She was also part of the team that wrote the 

handbook on interpretive planning, and has been part of planning and presenting multiple State Park 

training courses at both the Mott Training Center and Marconi Conference Center.

In 2006, Karen was recruited to come to Old Town as an Interpreter III.  Her assignment was to improve the 

quality and quantity of interpretive programming in Old Town.  She found that living history programs were 

presented in the park on Wednesdays, but not on Saturdays when the highest number of visitors were in the 

park.  Looking at the examples set by Sturbridge Village and Colonial Williamsburg, she wanted Old Town 

to have a craft and trades guild program.  Steve Van Wormer, who was volunteering as a blacksmith in Old 

Town at the time, suggested expanding the blacksmiths model to include other crafts and trades – such as 

Fiber Arts,  Quilting and Soapmaking.  And, thus, today’s guild system was born.  Steve has been a strong 

advocate for the program and helped launch several of the groups. 
 

The first exhibit change Karen made in the park was at Seeley Stable.  After realizing that the stage stop 

would not be interpreted at the restored Cosmopolitan Hotel, she revised the ground floor theater exhibits at 

Seeley.  She eliminated the Victorian parlor set up, and changed the focus to a stagecoach office.   
 

When the district curator retired, she was also assigned to be the collections manager.  After taking a class in 

emergency management for collections, she reviewed the situation in the park.  She started looking at 

upgrading the electrical system at Casa de Estudillo to improve lighting for updating the exhibits and to 

address her concern about a potential emergency situation at the adobe from an electrical fire.  By upgrading 

an obsolete electrical system, Karen protected the adobe and its treasure trove of precious historic material.  

Karen is very proud of the fact that many of the objects at Casa de Estudillo have been created by local 

craftspeople, both in and outside the park, for the exhibits (an article for another issue).   
 

Karen’s philosophy is that Old Town visitors should have a high quality 

experience that includes interactions with heritage craft specialists.  As 

people spend more time with electronics, they lose the opportunity to 

interact with others and miss the hands-on experiences that enhance 

learning and knowledge.  She feels that the guild structure is part of the 

State Parks system’s charge to protect resources beyond physical 

buildings and sites.  The guilds are protecting traditional cultural 

heritage, since crafts and trades are cultural resources as much as bricks 

and mortar (and adobe).  
 

Yes, Karen has retired from State Parks.  But, she is dedicated to 

completing projects to which numerous people have invested their time 

and energy, as well as the interpretive programs of Old Town.  We hope 

she now has time to spend with her lovely family and hang out with us 

making things.

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Treasurer's Notes

It was bound to happen! The month of May showed a deficit of $2,671.23, which is really not too bad since 

the summer event schedule is around the corner and up-front expenses needed to be paid. Charges to the 

Wells Fargo grant were also high, as May is the height of school tours in the park. On the income side of the 

ledger, we made  $8,397.91, mostly due to sales in the Park Store and the daily donation average was $72.68 - 

a good indication that summer is here! Unfortunately, we also saw another counterfeit bill, which the bank 

picked up when they recounted the cash deposit. 
 

Expenses totaled somewhat over $11,000 and categories over $300 were: 
 

¶ $5,034.50 - School Tours (This amount exhausted the two $5,000 grants that we received from Wells 

Fargo over the past two years.) 

¶ $1,070.60 - Machado-Stewart (BOOT set aside $50,000 for improvements to that casa some years 

ago. This month’s charges were for improved display items.)  

¶ $   807.16 -  Park Store (inventory replacement) 

¶ $  457.20 -  Internet (BOOT needed a new Clover machine. The company told Mary Jones that it 

would be free, since the warranty had just expired. The adjustment will be credited next month.) 

¶ $   362.74 - Descendants' Day 

¶ $   648.68 - July 4th (publicity) 

¶ $   413.56 - Burros (care and stable repair) 
 

Plus 15 other budget categories under $300. 
 

The extensive county grant report has been completed and hand-delivered to the Financial Office at the San 

Diego County Office Building. Every year, it is a huge effort, and this year was no different. The finished 

product was about an inch thick! I would like to thank Gregg Giacopuzzi for his enduring cooperation in 

keeping his spreadsheets correct and helping me get this report done early this year. 
 

In the next few months, I might not be able to write my monthly treasurer articles, as I will be having a very 

busy summer, with more travel than usual.  My summer plans include attending a Navajo womanhood 

ceremony in Flagstaff, our granddaughter coming here for an extended visit, a family wedding in Iowa, and 

finally a trip back to Maryland with our granddaughter. As of this writing, I am trying desperately to fit all of 

these things into the schedule. Have no fear, I will still be keeping the BOOT accounts safe and sound!

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I'm coming up on my one year anniversary as Volunteer Coordinator for Old Town San Diego State Historic 

Park. I have learned a lot of things in the past year, and I have many more to learn. Many things I learned 

through department policy, reading the Volunteer in the Parks manual, talking to volunteers and staff, and my 

favorite…trial and error. I have come to learn that everyone loves our Park, or they wouldn't be here. I've come 

to realize we have in Old Town some of the most amazing, dedicated volunteers in the California State Parks 

system. Our volunteers’ passion for early San Diego history, and in their guilds, are second to none. 
  

When I first took the position of Volunteer Coordinator, I was surprised to learn of the unhappiness, distrust, 

and suspicion among the volunteers towards the Park, the Boosters of Old Town, and even among themselves.

Why Archaeology? 

The image park visitors most often call to mind for Old Town San Diego is undoubtedly the plaza and 

surrounding buildings. As charming and reflective of Old Town’s history as that modern urban landscape may 

be, much has changed since the mid-19
th
 Century when this was part of the Mexican province of Alta 

California. Many buildings have been constructed, demolished and replaced, and the land itself altered 

dramatically. The wide, sand-filled San Diego River bed that bounded Old Town on the north and west has 

been rerouted and filled; old fields and orchards in the flood plain along the river bed covered, and steep river 

bank along the terrace on which the town is situated graded to gentle slopes. 
  

Understanding the evolution of this landscape, including man’s additions and subtractions, is a crucial step in 

planning restoration and reconstruction work like that exemplified in Old Town San Diego State Historic Park. 

The people who prepared the General Plan for this park unit recognized this, and called for comprehensive 

research to provide the needed information.  
 

While much essential background information can be gleaned from study of historic documents (maps, 

photographs, written accounts), these sources inevitably leave gaping holes in the story, often including 

precisely the detailed data planners need to design accurate building and landscape recreations.  These 

undocumented details can often be discovered only by study of surviving physical remains of those sites, 

buildings and landscapes. 
 

Enter archaeology, a science that specializes in interpretation of the physical remains of mankind’s past 

activities.  
 

Old Town San Diego has been the scene of numerous such 

archaeological projects since this park unit was classified 

almost 50 years ago (1968). This article summarizes the 

results of some of the work conducted on Block 408, now 

the site of the McCoy House Museum.  Collecting 

information needed to accurately reconstruct the 1869 

McCoy House itself was a primary focus of these 

investigations, but the work also uncovered a wealth of 

information and artifacts attributable to other important 

early occupants of Old Town San Diego. 

Park Development Opportunities in Block 408 

Block 408 (Block 46 on early maps) is situated off the 

northwest end of the Plaza. It is bounded on the east by the 

Plaza; on the south by San Diego Avenue (originally 

known as Garden Street), on the north by Calhoun Street 

(historically called Fitch Street), and on the west by 

Taylor Street (Figure 1). During the early years of the 

state park’s existence, most of this block was a non-

descript parking lot used primarily by employees at the 

nearby CalTrans district headquarters.

It was largely devoid of buildings, and was very much out of sight and out of mind in terms of park operations 

and interpretation. In the early 1990s, however, expansion of San Diego’s light rail system and construction of 

a station adjacent to Old Town brought renewed interest in this end of the park. Construction of the station 

called for re-routing streets and expanding parking and other transportation facilities. The presence of this new 

transportation hub reoriented public access to the park, bringing many more visitors through this area. Because 

of this shift, Block 408 became a natural location for a long-desired visitors center in which to provide an 

overview of park history; Block 408 was a veritable empty slate upon which to design a grand new entrance to 

Old Town San Diego State Historic Park.  
 

Reconstruction of the McCoy House for use as the visitors’ center likewise seemed a natural conclusion, due 

to its size and location. The McCoy House was a very large, two story residence, built in 1869 by James 

McCoy, a well-to-do county sheriff and later a State senator.  It was demolished in the late 1920s to build an 

auto court (motel). Further, the 1977 General Plan called for reconstruction of the McCoy House, which 

proved an important regulatory prerequisite for moving the project ahead. What was needed to proceed with 

the project was a historical and archaeological research program to provide the information needed to design 

the reconstruction, and to identify and protect other significant archaeological remains that might be present.  

Old Town Origins Reflected in Block 408 

In 1769, the Spanish established their first permanent settlement in Alta California, a presidio (fortress) on the 

hill behind what would later be known as Old Town San Diego. This was a full century before the McCoy 

House was built. Although the Spanish colonizers lived primarily inside the walled fortress for the next 50 

years, soldiers and their families early on established gardens, fields and orchards on the flood plain of the San 

Diego River below. By 1821, there were reportedly at least 15 such “rancherias” at the base of Presidio Hill 

and along the adjacent Mission River valley (Smythe 1908:99). As soldiers retired, some moved out of the 

presidio and built houses on the terrace near their gardens. Smythe reports five houses were present in Old 

Town by 1821 (Smythe 1908:131). One of these earliest homes, later known as the Fitch House, was located 

on Block 408. 
 

While the now-familiar plaza and surrounding street grid was well established by the mid-19
th
 Century, we 

suspect locations of the early residences was dictated more by topography than town planning. Later deeds 

show a pattern of ownership of building lots on the higher terrace (i.e. at the elevation of the plaza), with 

adjacent parcels extending into the lower flood plain along the San Diego River channels. The latter are 

sometimes labeled “huerta” (orchard or garden) on the deeds (cf. Walsh 2010.)  It is not certain when the plaza 

or adjacent streets were laid out, but there were reportedly “…thirty or forty scattered houses of poor 

appearance and a few gardens badly cultivated...” by the time the French Captain Duhaut-Cilly visited in 1827 

(quoted in Smythe 1908:134). 

By 1840, Block 408 included a concentration of 

adobe buildings and walled courtyards belonging 

to several families who figure prominently in the 

early history of the Pueblo of San Diego (cf. 

Figure 2) including: 
 

A row of residences fronting Calhoun (Fitch) 

Street: 

¶ Aguilar-Serrano Adobe (at corner of the plaza; 

built between 1827-1834); 

¶ Osuna Adobe (granted in 1838 to Juan Maria 

Osuna, first Alcalde of San Diego);

¶ Fitch Adobe (the house present by 1821 as mentioned by Smythe, owned by Henry Delano Fitch, an 

American merchant, after his infamous elopement/marriage with Josefa Carrillo in 1829. Fitch and his 

wife owned a store and garden parcel across Calhoun Street in Block 409);  

¶ Snook Adobe (built late 1830s – early 1840s; Snook was an English sea captain who married Maria 

Antonio Alvardao). 

Facing Garden Street: 

¶ Maria Eugenia Silvas Property (daughter of Presidial soldier Jose Manuel Silvas. Property Included 

several buildings, substantial remains of which were discovered during excavation of the McCoy House 

site. She also owned a garden parcel on the southwest side of Garden street in Block 407). 

Facing southwest corner of the Plaza: 

¶ Robinson-Rose Adobe (two-story adobe built 1853 by James Robinson, an American attorney 

Each of these early properties has more complex histories than are suggested by these brief descriptions; 

more detailed information is available elsewhere (e.g. Davis and Felton 1996.) These parcels were inherited, 

bought and sold; subdivided and merged; and lived and worked on by different people over the next 30 years. 

By the 1860s, however, all except those facing the plaza had been abandoned and the buildings fallen into 

ruin. In 1866, James McCoy began purchasing and consolidating the neglected Block 408 property, on which 

he was soon to build his home. 
 

James McCoy 

Born in northern Ireland in 1821, James McCoy emigrated to the United States. He joined the army and was 

sent to California in 1849. After his discharge, he worked in the area as a surveyor and in other capacities, 

and was elected County Assessor in 1859. McCoy was elected sheriff in 1861, a position he held for the next 

10 years. He married Winnifred Kearney in 1869, and began construction of his residence on Block 408 that 

same year (Figure 3). McCoy was elected to the state senate in 1871, served a 4-year term, then returned to 

San Diego. In 1888, he renovated his house, adding bay windows, dormers, and extensive Victorian 

ornamentation (Figure 4). McCoy continued to deal in San Diego real estate, and died in 1895. His wife 

remarried and lived in the Garden Street house with her second husband until her death in 1916. The house 

was demolished in 1927 to construct “Young’s Modern Motor Court” which covered most of Block 408.
